  PRAYER OF CONFESSION     adopted from H. Hammond    
As we come into God’s presence, we see ourselves as we are and 
at his invitation, we confess our sins individually and together.  

 
(Unison) O Lord Jesus, who came down from heaven to 
redeem us from all iniquity, forgive us for the ways we 
have consciously and unconsciously rejected your rule in 
our lives. We beseech you to write your Word on our 

hearts that we may know you, and the power of your 
resurrection, and to express it by turning from our sins. 
Rule in our hearts by faith, that being dead to sin and 
alive to righteousness, we may bear the fruit of holiness 
and grow in grace and in knowledge of you. (Silent 
Confession) Amen. 

 
 ASSURANCE OF PARDONING GRACE      Col. 3:9b-11 
God declares that all who repent and believe in Jesus Christ are 
completely forgiven from the guilt and shame of all their sins. 
 
Seeing that you have put off the old self with its practices 
and have put on the new self, which is being renewed in 
knowledge after the image of its creator. Here there is not 
Greek and Jew, circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, 
Scythian, slave, free; but Christ is all, and in all.

*  AFFIRMATION OF FAITH       Heidelberg Catechism 23      

We affirm our faith about what we have heard from His Word by  
reciting from Scripture or one of the confessions of His church. 

 
Question 59: What does it help you now, that you believe 
all this? 
Answer: That I am righteous in Christ before God, and 
an heir of eternal life. 

 Question 60: How are you righteous before God? 
Answer: Only by true faith in Jesus Christ: that is, 
although my conscience accuses me, that I have 
grievously sinned against all the commandments of God, 
and have never kept any of them, and am still prone 
always to all evil; yet God, without any merit of mine, of 
mere grace, grants and imputes to me the perfect 
satisfaction, righteousness, and holiness of Christ, as if I 
had never committed nor had any sins, and had myself 
accomplished all the obedience which Christ has 
fulfilled for me; if only I accept such benefit with a 
believing heart.  
Question 61: Why do you say that you are righteous by 
faith only? 
Answer: Not that I am acceptable to God on account of 
the worthiness of my faith, but because only the 
satisfaction, righteousness and holiness of Christ is my 
righteousness before God; and I can receive the same 
and make it my own in no other way than by faith only.
